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The QC Devils Baseball Organization is designed to be competitive youth baseball program. Financial Obligations
Player’s fees cover the expense of tournaments and practice fields/cages. Fees are due in full by the 10th of the prior month. For example, for the month of October payment is due by September 10th.  Average player’s fees for the 2014/15 year will be an average of $125.00 per month. Set fees will be determined when teams are formed.

***IMPORTANT: refunds will not be provided at any time. If an overpayment has occurred, a credit balance will be moved forward to the next month’s fees.

One Time Fees of $55 due by September 1st, to include team insurance, registration and renewal of 501c. 

At any time there is no modification to the monthly fee. If families are in hardship, a discussion needs to be held with Tony – with the resolution emailed to MabryRyan@hotmail.com. Payment arrangements or any other arrangement can be made with Tony approval – with a resolution email to MabryRyan@hotmail.com. 
If players play for multiple QC Devil teams or a team is playing more than two tournaments in a month, special communication and invoicing will be provided by either Tara Ryan or Shannon Mabry. Financial decisions are only made by Tony, Tara or Shannon.
Players and parents travel, lodging and meals are not included in the monthly fee.

Order forms will be provided on evaluation day. It important to know that at any time, no gear will be ordered until full payment is received.
Players Commitment
Every member of the team should recognize that the QC Devils organization is a “First Class” organization. Our rules listed are in place to ensure the quality of our team while maintain the integrity of our organization. 
1. Players are not allowed to argue with coaches, parents or umpires for any reason. We do encourage players to speak to their coaches if they have questions on their playing time and ability. 
2. Foul language and profanity are not tolerated at any time. No matter what age. 
3. Self-indulgence by players, such as hanging ones head after an error or mental mistake, pouting over personal failure, throwing equipment in the dugout will have no place on the team.  Take pride in how you play, how you approach the game and how you wear your uniform. 
4. Players are required to stay in the dugout during games (only exceptions are to use the restroom or if you are hurt). 
5. Actions speak louder than words. Hustle at all times during games and practices. 
6. Stay focuses and keep your mind focused on baseball. 
7. Be confident, not cocky. Remember, it takes 9 players have a successful team…not 1 player. 
8. School performance must be at a standard rating or higher. 
Parents Commitment
The success of our organization depends on quality parents. Parents are encouraged to attend practices and games. Coaches may request for parents to help out with practices, scorekeeping, etc… 
1. Parents, relatives and friends attending the games and practices shall not shout out to the umpires in a vulgar manner, address coaches, parents and players on the opposing team and our team.
2. If parents, friends or family members have financial inquires on where funds are going, please have them contact Tara or Shannon directly. Please do not have this discussion to draw in others around you. 
3. Reframe from posting or commenting negative feedback on social media regarding the QC Devils organization, QC Devils coaches, QC Devils players or QC Devils family fans. 
4.  During games, please keep a good distance away from the dugout unless asked by the coaches or if a player is hurt.
5. If you would like to speak to a coach, please contact the coach prior to a game or at practice. Please do not address a coach during a game. 
6. Please inform the organization of any disability or ailment that may affect the safety of your player.
7. Ensure your players school performance is at standard performance or higher.  
8. The accounting of every team within the organization is performed by Tara Ryan and Shannon Mabry. Making payments directly to them will reduce confusion. Please refer to financial obligation for payment amount and methods.
